Woody Guthrie is America’s best-known,  important,  
influential, obscure, protest folksong writer. Most folks don’t know his name 
or his story but many recognize his songs. A man very much of his time 
and place, his books, essays, articles, poems, scribbled observations, letters, 
lyrics and over a thousand songs contain volumes both topical and timeless, 
introspective and universal.

He came from Oklahoma in the American Great Plains, the son of an up-and-
down land speculator, part-time politician/merchant, and the beautiful but 
troubled daughter of a pioneer school marm, both of Scots-Irish descent. His 
father named him in honour of the then-democratic presidential nominee, 
Woodrow Wilson.

Woody’s songs and his message stand on their own. The local and world events 
that surrounded his life produced his politics and his rustic philosophy. Molded 
in the very American manner of Mark Twain and fellow Oklahoman Will Rogers 
(both avid banjo players), Woody’s ironic humor and pointed social commentary

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are either more hard-edged and less worldly and intelligent, or farther ahead of 
their time depending on your point of view. It is his personal history, his restless, 
tragic, prodigal, triumphant, gut-wrenching and defiant life that gives astonish-
ing depth and dimension to his achievements and his famous obscurity.

Woody was always determined and hopeful, even through his stubborn orneri-
ness. He was a Homeric figure — a soldier engaged in a never-ending siege 
against those who abused their power, and on behalf of those with only the 
power of their spirit and voices, ever yearning to set off for the next and new-
est site of conflict. Throughout his short life, and for as long as he could con-
tinue during his last years as he gradually succumbed to Huntington’s disease, 
Woody sought to make himself the voice of the common people; to sing their 
thoughts, desires and accumulated wisdom.  His own life story is the catalyst that 
brings his elemental art into a singular and progressively less obscure light. n

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Any fool can make something complicated. It takes a genius to make it simple.” Woody
Guthrie said so, and in this biographical tribute David M. Lutken achieves a warm
simplicity: indeed a connection so profound in the little auditorium that when it ended,
two hours on, I felt genuinely bereft. If you sneer at hillbilly and protest songs and resist
conversion, stay away. If you jib at Guthrie’s communism, born of the Depression and the
drifting dustbowl years, either open your mind or save the seat for someone with a heart.

This full-length premiere grew out of an hour-long Edinburgh piece and years of
enthusiasm. As Woody (whom he much resembles — lanky, dark, sardonic) Lutken relates
the life, letting the songs illustrate it with the help of Andy Teirstein, Helen J. Russell and
Darcie Deaville: all seasoned folk performers, unglamorous and at ease.

They play their multiple instruments like fiends: guitars, fiddles, banjos, bass, whistle,
spoons, harmonica, zither — throwing in buskers’ tricks and catching all the Guthrie
moods: melancholy, playful, angry, funny, affectionate, defiant: the work-songs and
campfire laments of the poor.

At its heart is the personal story. His mother (Helen Russell, a lovely voice) calls the child
Woody to sing an old song with her — Gypsy Davey, poignant in its hints of female
rebellion. She is touched already by the insanity of Huntington’s disease, which was to kill
him too. His sister’s death in a fire which may have been the mother’s doing is hauntingly,
briefly told, mirrored in the future irony of his own small daughter’s death by fire. In
between, Woody is on the bum in the Depression, living among migrant workers, getting
blacklisted, infuriating the “sissified censorship” of radio stations to make music for
“people who cain’t afford a radio, nor a home to set it in”.

But social and political outrage are tempered with mellow warmth, enfolding and
including us. We may not live where “wheat growed, oil flowed, dust blowed, the farmer
owed”, yet we have mean bankers, migrant workers haunt our orchards too, and “I ain’t
got no home” resonates across Leicester Square as rough sleepers huddle. “Everybody
might be just one big soul,” says Woody. “So everywhere you look in the day or night,
that’s where I’m gonna be.”

In a time of widespread affluence, I doubt a show about the life and work of American singer-songwriter
Woody Guthrie would strike much of a chord, unless hillbilly folk and blues were your bag.

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forcefully is how the songs transcend the time of their writing. There’s a spirit about Guthrie - in the defiant
way he stood up for the little guy, in the sly humour informing his lyrics, and in the jaunty, railroad-speed of
much of the material - that succeeds in wresting optimism from the jaws of growling despair.

A ditty like “Jolly Banker” - with its goading line “I’ll be there to help ya, I’ll rob ya, I’ll scalp ya” might be
seized on by some as an incitement to smash capitalism, and there are those who can’t forgive Guthrie his
Communist sympathies. But what it mainly does is afford a sense of solidarity. Guthrie understood that his
job was to make people feel less alone, and to restore, even if only through a few words, their dignity.

Dignified is how I’d characterise Lutken, who traces the main narrative of Guthrie’s often arduous life, and
his fellow performers too (Darcie Deaville, Helen J Russell and Andy Teirstein). Their clothes are simple and
unfashionable, their rapport homely and open-hearted. They sing with lusty conviction and they handle their
instruments - banjo, fiddle, mandolin, harmonica and a whole heap more - with impeccable finesse. They
spread warmth out across the auditorium. Go bask in it.

Woody Guthrie, whose musical
career peaked in the Thirties
and Forties, was a pioneer of
the modern protest song. A
native of Oklahoma, he
absorbed the language and
cadences of the local folk music
and later stitched elements of it
into his own distinctive
chronicles of the lives of
ordinary Americans. 

On his travels, which took him to
California, Guthrie proved a
sharp-eyed observer of the Great
Depression. Exposed to the barrenness of the prairies and witnessing the
westward flight of poor farm workers, he reported injustice as well as
financial and environmental misfortunes.

David M Lutken and Nick Corley have devised a generous tribute that
takes its name from a column Guthrie wrote for a communist newspaper.
The production interweaves his music with suggestive fragments of
biography; in an hour and a half we rattle through his life - and more

Lutken, who plays Guthrie, is a genial presence. He's a skilful singer and
musician yet strikes an air of disarming modesty while delivering a
performance of real virtuosity. Alongside him Darcie Deaville, Helen J
Russell and Andy Teirstein are excellent, switching between instruments
(some of them unfamiliar, and none of them amplified) with an unshowy
versatility. There's an obvious camaraderie among the four of them. 

The music is snappy, humorous and politically subversive. Guthrie was
often a sort of ventriloquist, acting out the malign fantasies of socially
destructive figures. Accordingly, in a song called "Jolly Banker", he
impersonates a jovial money man who talks of helping the destitute but
delights in scalping them.

Without Guthrie's brand of catchy songwriting, we might never have had
Bob Dylan. Guthrie's oeuvre has been pigeonholed as Leftist propaganda,
on account of his commitment to "getting tough with the rich folks", yet
it is infused with a comforting humanity. There are notes of bleakness but
also of rapture. "This Land Is Your Land," announces the title of one
song, and others emphasise the deep rewards of togetherness.

Woody Sez is the very opposite of an ostentatious, glitzy musical. Instead it's a well-crafted,
enjoyable homage to an artist who deserves to be better known. It will appeal tremendously to
Guthrie's fans, and should win him a few more.

Long before Bob Dylan and the folk-inspired protest singers of the 1960s, there was

Woody Guthrie, a troubadour of backwoods America who believed in "singing for the

plain folks and getting tough with the rich folks".

Born in Oklahoma in 1912, Guthrie drank in the local folk songs with his mother's milk,

and his sense of injustice was honed travelling around the country during the Great

Depression, when he was part of the exodus from the dustbowl states to California.

Guthrie knew what it was like to be hungry; he lived what he wrote, and his songs were

for those who lived it too.

This low-key, high-spirited celebration of Guthrie's life and music knocks big West End

biopics such as Jersey Boys into a heap of dust. The terrific on-stage quartet, playing a

variety of instruments, some of which I've never seen before, whip up quite a storm in a

joyful, foot-tapping show that is part-concert, part-biography. Like Guthrie himself, this

is a plain, unembroidered piece. But it celebrates his restless spirit and rare ability to

give voice to those without one – a cruel irony in that he, tragically, had his own power

of speech taken from him by inherited illness.

The songs take centre stage, with snippets of biography woven through. Though it's best

when everybody just sings and plays, and is a little padded – it would be better without

an interval – it stirringly captures the rebellious spirit of Guthrie's times, and of our

own, too.
